DIRECTORS REPORT 2008

Once again we are pleased to report that we were entered into the finals of three catagories for the Club Mirror but unfortunately
we were not successful in collecting any trophies. We were very disappointed in that we did not win the Cask Ale section as we
really thought with our achievments in gaining entry to C.A.M.R.A and also attaining Cask Marque recognition we stood a
chance. Sorry John but keep up the good work and we will try again next year.

In relation to the school use of our club we have retained Wheelers Lane, although to a slightly lesser degree, Baverstock still use
our tennis courts and King Edwards use our Squash Courts.

As reported last year the general trend is still the closure of many clubs and pubs and the Board recognises that we have a duty to
look at every aspect to ensure that that does not happen to us. We can however report to you that once again we have managed to
see the year through ‘with our heads above water’.

The drainage problem has at last been resolved but then of course we had the burst water tank. That also has been resolved even
though we had to pay for the tank. As this was an unknown expense, it is even more credit to the Board that the year still finished
financially sound. Their have of course been the normal behind the scenes maintenance costs. In relation to the Pavilion as
mentioned in last years report, action was taken and decisions made and although not in this years budget work was carried and
plans made by Robin Bradshaw for further work to be carried out in the future.

We stayed with Scottish Newcastle (John Smiths) for another year due to it being the best deal but our barrelage was slightly
down on 2007 being 375 in 2008.

Once again, as you will see from the Sports Sections reports, it has been another successful year in competition for all sections. It
has been noticeable to the Board that all sections are talking to us with enthusiasm about their ideas for the future of their
sections. As you are aware cricket have already achieved a very strong junior section, with 132 boys and 21 girls on their
register. It is now tennis and squash who wish to increase the junior membership. This can only be good for the future of the club
and the Board will assist where possible. Thank you to all the sports committees for the time and effort they give for the club.

On the subject of sport the board would also like to pass on our thanks to Roger Reade who has once again continued to provide
us with his usual maintenance of the grounds of the club. With the Warwickshire C.C.C using our facilities it must say something
about the high standard of the cricket area.

Our thanks also go to the members of the General and Entertainments committee for relieving the Board of a lot of extra work in
relation to the general running of the club for the benefit of all members.

We will not forget our social members and would like to thank them for their loyalty to the club and for supporting us (and John
Butlin) in the area of the bar. We believe you have good, clean and welcoming rooms for your family to use to eat and drink, and
aim to keep up those high standards.

Our membership total at the end of 2008 was 1002 compared to 984 in 2007 with the breakdown as follows, with 2007 figures in
brackets. Archery 18 (27), Bowls 57 (61), Cricket 46 (57), Hockey 87 (79), Squash 103 (110), Tennis 111 (124), Social 386
(347), Lunch time 41 (49) and Junior Cricket 153 (130). These figures also include multi sport members and other junior
members.

As you are all aware Maurice Stait stood down as President of your club and I was elected to replace him. I did so after a lot of
deliberation and persuasion from my family as I knew that I was somehow going to have to perform well following a very
experienced man who gave the club 8 years of his life as President and together with the other directors maintained the club to a

very high standard.

I have survived the first twelve months with the help of two other very experienced officers Paul Ingleston and Mark Reed and

the support of the other directors.
I would also like to thank Peter Hunt and Mark Hollis for putting up with me with my bad memory and constant questions which

they always seem to have the answer to.

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ARCHERY SECTION
We started our year by completing the final three months of the Postal Portsmouth League competition held at Swanshurst

Leisure Centre with 18 medals being presented. Three of the team were juniors under 16.
Our national field shoots produced several gold and silver medallists including juniors who did extremely well in their categories.

The Annual General Meeting held in April was well attended and trophies were presented to Target Champion - Bill Bradbury;
Field Champion - Andy Rock; Handicap Improvement indoor and outdoor was won by John Anness and Katie Bradbury took
both the Handicap Improvement indoor and outdoor

trophies. Well done archers!

We held 2 barbecue shoots this year, the May Day Shoot was very well attended and October was the Tom Miles Memorial
Shoot. Unfortunately this was our last shoot at Bell Heath due to a significant rise in costs.

The archery section only attended 2 fetes this year, they were Bournville Festival which was hugely successful and the Transport
Stadium which turned out to be very wet and windy but profitable for us.

Schools and youth centres are still high on our agenda to spread the skills of archery as is promotion of Kings Heath Cricket Club
by corporate nights, which have attracted a lot of interest over the years.

During the year our coach, Norman and secretary Linda were invited to Sports UK on Broad Street to discuss promoting archery
in centres around the West Midlands. This is an ongoing programme with involvement of the GNAS.

BOWLS SECTION
2008 was a very mixed summer, starting off with a dry spring, which led to terrible problems with the bowling surface, and

ending with a wet autumn and a flooded green, causing the club finals day to be cancelled.

On a brighter note, our Mens “B” team won the Birmingham Bowls Association 2" Division, to gain promotion to the 1%
Division. Our “A” team, after a poor start finished a very creditable 3" in the 1 Division. The ladies also did very well to finish
3™ in the Birmingham & District Womans Bowls Association. Our “B” team also had a good run in the National Fours. We were
losing Semi-Finalists in the BBA Walker Trophy and reached the same stage in the Warwickshire “Wardrope Cup”.

In other competitions we had other success, with Liz Westell, Pat Aston and Laura Hale winning the Warwickshire Ladies
Benevolent Triples. Liz Westell was also runner up in the Ladies Two Wood Singles and she went one better by winning the
BDWBA Two Wood Singles.

Jim Freeman, Chris Barton and Lou Whitehouse reached the Semi-Finals of the Warwickshire Mens Triples. Ian Brown and
Keith Payton were losing finalists in the BBA Mens Pairs.

We ended the season with a well attended presentation lunch in the Cartland Room.

CRICKET SECTION

The club continues to move forward. Thanks to the excellent junior coaching team we are beginning to bear the fruits of their
hard work. It was great to see the likes of Tom Payne, Stephen Hunt, Jack Turrell and Arran Oliver making contributions at First
X1 level. The second and third teams also contain many youngsters who are starting to show signs of becoming good club

cricketers.

Both the first and third teams consolidated on last years performances. At second team level we need to look to reinforce the
quality and maturity of players to support the younger players we have coming through the club.

We again attracted a large number of junior players for our group coaching sessions. We had 132 boys and 21 girls on our register
and entered teams in the Warwickshire league competition at 4 age groups, U15/13/11/10 and our U9s played in three softball

festivals.

Many juniors were nominated for trials at Edgbaston and 3 boys, Tom Payne, Sam White, Adil Saced and 5 girls, Joanna White,
Georgina Hamilton, Adele Oliver, Hannah Malcolm and Sophie Pottinger were selected for the County squads.

We continue to enjoy ECB Focus Club status and have been involved in the acclaimed “Chance to Shine” project. Our link with
Queensbridge School was further developed, with use of their pitch and gymnasium in return for some free coaching sessions. We
hosted 6 days of County age group cricket, a District game and Festival, the Bill Lloyd U17 County Final, and 2 School Finals.

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Our girls participated in cricket demonstrations at Edgbaston (England v South Africa Test Match) and Northampton (England
Ladies v South Africa Twenty/20), and 6 of our players joined England stars Ian Bell and Jimmy Anderson in a N’Power event at

Highgate Park.

A very successful awards evening was held in the Cartland Room on 29™ September. We were privileged to have David Parsons,
ECB Performance Manager, as our guest to present the awards.

The Cricket Section has a comprehensive development plan, and official links to local schools. In 2009 we will again participate
in the Chance to Shine project with 5 local primary schools with 300 children given the opportunity to play at the Club. We had a
successful grant application that allowed us to renew the batting surface and extend all weather run ups to 2 lanes of practice nets.

HOCKEY SECTION
It has once again been an interesting season for us. The Mens 1st XI gained promotion last season, they started well and managed

to spend six weeks at the top of the division beating local rivals along the way. However injuries and player availability meant
they slipped off top spot. It was overall a very good season for the 1st XI finishing in the top half of the table. Next season brings
new challenges, Rob Chew who has captained the side for the last five years has decided to step down and concentrate on just
playing 1st XI hockey. We would like to thank Rob for all his efforts and hard work over the years. The 1st XI would also like to
acknowledge the continuing work of the head coach Imran Yousaf who has introduced an new age of hockey to the club and we
wish to thank Graham Griffiths for all of his efforts as the assistant coach. The playing efforts of Mat Sparling, Matty Page and
Andrew Beasley have been outstanding this year for a bunch of geriatrics. The ever present Dave Spiby and Rob Chew providing
strength and stability throughout the side, this has been coupled with the constant industry of Adam Thompson, Jon Beard and
Blake Timmins. Next season will once again hold many challenges for the 1st XI, but we are confident that they can overcome

them.

The Mens 2nd X1 had a very unsettled season as they constantly supported the 1st XI and 3rd XI, leaving them on occasion with
the bare minimum of players. Even in these difficult circumstances they still managed to decimate opposition, with every player
giving 100%. The 2nd XI finished in the top half of the division and next season could easily look for promotion. The Mens 3rd
X1 were promoted into the premier division last season and it proved to be a very tough league to play in. Initially, after
struggling to find their feet the side managed to settle and produce some excellent results. This means that once again they will be
playing in the premier division next season.

The Mens 4th XI were hit hard by availability and this season we saw quite a few regulars no longer available to play. This didn’t
stop the 4th X1 though, the captain Steve Fenton rallied his team and with great efforts from Andy Ventress, Ben Walters, Steve
Hunt and Chris Blaney to name but a few, they managed to produce some free flowing and entertaining hockey and with pulling
Howard Crow out of retirement for one game and asking Parv Arain to play alongside him up front saw possibly two of the best
goals scored by any team in that division all season. The Mens Fathom side played intermittently, as along with many other clubs
the sport is attracting less and less players, a big thanks must go to all the Fathom players that turn up whenever possible and all
those other players that play a second game for them just to make up the numbers.

The ladies 157 XI remained in the top half of their division and although with the constant interruption of school holidays they
have managed to keep a consistent side. The ladies 2nd XI were so close this season to gaining promotion but again the constant
interruption of holidays has a dire effect on availability. The club wished to thank the 2nd XI captain Candy Brown for all of her
continuing efforts within the ladies section over the last few season.

The youth section continues to attract players and the Badgers side has once again managed to overcome playing against adults in
junior sides and 1st X1 players and still win while playing hockey with a smile and the right attitude. The success of the Badgers
side is a credit to the support they receive from the captain, manager and parents of the youth section.

The vetrans side this season continued to play its part in bringing players from differing teams within the club together and has
once again resulted in some mammoth wins against "allegedly" good sides long may this trend continue

The committee have been investigating various avenues to achieve cash support for junior coaching. Various meetings have
already been held with England Squash and a target to achieve “Club Mark” early in 2009 has been set. Thanks must be given for
assistance from other sport sections to our efforts to obtaining this. Although separate to this we have already managed to secure
£1,400 towards the junior coaching.

The committee are also looking to other ways of introducing juniors to join the section. It is hoped that the links already
established with the local schools will encourage a number of new juniors to join the section. The coaching sessions that take
place on alternate Saturdays have been well attended and efforts must be made to continue this in future years.

The committee have held a number of fund raising events and efforts will be heavily spent next year on organising a 30™
Anniversary event for the squash section. A date in October 2009 has been earmarked for this.

The squash section members are finding the new plaster walls and replacement floors to the courts, make the playing facilities
excellent. It is noted that the board are now looking to make some well-needed refurbishments to the men’s changing room.
Hopefully 2009 will see this resolved to make the entire facilities top class for us all.

TENNIS SECTION
2008 was an exciting and productive year for the Tennis Section, with our league teams fulfilling every fixture, playing well and

displaying the kind of sporting behaviour that everyone has come to expect from KHTC. We particularly congratulate the Men’s
1 and Ladies’ 1% teams in the Birmingham Area League who were champions of their divisions. In addition to fielding ten
“adult” teams in the Summer Leagues and two in the Ladies’ Winter Leagues, this year we were able to field two Junior teams in

respective age group leagues.

The Club Championships, played over three weeks in June and July ran as smoothly as can be expected and the standard of play
on finals day was excellent as usual.

Colin Overton continued to run the very popular Singles Leagues within the Club and Gloria Packwood again provided very
generous cash prizes for the winners and runners up in memory of her late husband, Colin Packwood.

With his help, we hope to achieve Club Mark status
for the tennis section, which will enable us to apply for funding to replace the surface of the shale courts which are well past their

sell by date!

On a sad note, we lost Claire Wright last Summer, to a tragic accident when she was climbing in the Lake District. Although
Claire had only been a member for a couple of years, she had endeared herself to all who knew her.

We hope to report next year that we have achieved Club Mark status and are in a position to improve our facilities still further.
